Fury' at the McDonald'’s car park

Tugce Albayrak is probably one of the most famous
victims? of teen violence in Germany. In November
2014, the 22-year-old student was beaten to death
by an 18-year-old. The alleged?® perpetrator* had
harassed® two teenage girls in the restrooms of
the McDonald’s fast food restaurant in Offenbach-
Kaiserlei. Tugce was a witness® of the scene and
tried to help the girls. When she left the restaurant, &
the young man attacked her in the car park.

fell backwards and hit her head on the ground. She died 13 days later in hospital as
a consequence of her injuries. Unfortunately, this has not been the only case’ of teen
violence in public places. Here are some more incidents®:

+++ November 2011, Kaufbeuren (Bavaria): On their way to a club, five teenagers
start attacking two girls on a bus. When they arrive at the bus stop, they knock one
girl down and keep kicking her while she is lying on the ground. The girl screams for
help and calls the police. The victim'is taken to hospital and is now in therapy. +++

+++ December 2011, Berlin: At Friedrichstralle station, an 18-year-old gets into
an argument with a 29-year-old. The 18-year-old knocks the older man down and
continues kicking his unconscious® victim until a tourist stops him. +++

+++ October 2013, Munich: At a supermarket, two boys, a 16-year-old and a
17-year-old, get into an argument with the manager of the supermarket. The teens
beat and kick the man. When a shop assistant wants to help the manager, he gets
pushed away by the boys. The manager is taken to the hospital +++

+++ January 2015, Konstanz 2015: At the bus stop Zahringerplatz, a 13-year-old,
a 14-year-old and 15-year-old attack two 23-year-old men. After witnesses calm
the teenagers down, the boys start attacking the 23-olds again by punching them
with their fists and hitting them with a bicycle stand'. The victims manage to
escape by taxi. +++

1. Stunde: Types of teen violence - reading and talking about texts

Einstieg: Die Bildimpulse (M 1) werden auf Folie kopiert aufgelegt oder lGber den
Beamer gezeigt (s. beiliegende CD 14). Die Schiiler stellen im Plenum Vermutungen lber
die dargestellten Situationen an (task 7) und berichten lber eigene Erfahrungen mit
Jugendgewalt (task 2). Die Lehrkraft notiert fiir das Thema wichtige (bereits bekannte
und neue) Vokabeln an der Tafel (to kick sb., to beat up sb., to get attacked by sb., to
protect sb., tribute, to commemorate, school shooting).

Zu zweitlesen die Schiilerjeweils einen der Texte A-C (M 2-M 4) (iber unterschiedliche
Formen von Jugendgewalt und beantworten Fragen dazu (M 5).
