Tests - Level 1

Die vorliegende Sammlung mit 90 Hérverstehenstests gibt Ihnen unterschiedlichstes Material zur Uber-
prifung der Hérverstehensleistung lhrer Schiiler an die Hand, wobei abwechslungsreiche Aufgaben-
formen bei Text 1 - 10 (Level 1) die Durchfiihrung ermdglichen:

a) als Einzelprifung
b)  als Tandemprifung
c) als Gruppenprifung im Klassenverband

Zur Durchfuhrung der Tests im Klassenzimmer schlagen wir folgendes Verfahren vor:
1. Pre-listening

a) Vordem eigentlichen Héren sollen die Schiler auf die Situation vorbereitet werden. Dazu kénnen
Sie ein kurzes Unterrichtsgesprach zum Thema flhren. Eine andere Mdéglichkeit besteht darin, dass
Sie kurz Uber ein Erlebnis zu dem jeweiligen Themenbereich berichten.

b)  Nach dieser situativen Einfihrung erhalten die Schiler Gelegenheit, sich mit den Aufgaben ver-
traut zu machen.

2. Testphase

a) Der Lehrer spielt den Text von der CD ab, oder er liest den Text in. normalem Sprechtempo vor.
Die Schuler erhalten die Méglichkeit, die Aufgaben zu bearbeiten bzw. sich Notizen zu machen.

b)  Je nach Leistungsfahigkeit der Gruppe kdnnte beim zweiten Anhéren der Texte der Schwierigkeits-
grad dadurch verringert werden, dass an entsprechenden Stellen Pausen gemacht werden.
Insbesondere dann, wenn Schreibaufgaben zu erledigen sind, sollte die Moglichkeit gegeben sein,
wahrend des Vorlesens kurze Antworten niederzuschreiben. Dies kénnte Uber eine angemesse-
ne Sprechpause gesteuert werden.

3. Kontroliphase

Nach dem zweiten Vorlesen erhalten die Schiler noch einmal Zeit, ihre Lésungen zu tGberplfen
oder zu vervollstandigen.

Tests 1 - 10 sind im Hérverstehensanspruch relativ einfach, da keine Nebengerdusche oder unterschied-
liche Sprecher eingebunden wurden. Vielmehr sind diese Texte verhaltnismaBig langsam und deutlich
gesprochen. Sie eignen sich besonders fur leistungsdifferenzierte Gruppen.

Tests - Level 2

Tests 11 - 90 (Level 2) entsprechen voll den Lehrplananforderungen, da diese Texte in normalem
Sprechtempo gehalten sind:

Die Schulerinnen und Schuler kbnnen

- einfache und komplexere englische AuBerungen in gangigen Aussprachestandards (BE, AE) bei
normalem Sprechtempo verstehen

- aus Hortexten, Radiosendungen oder Filmen aus alltagsbezogenen Themen Global- und auch
Detailinformationen entnehmen, sofern klar artikuliert und mit vertrautem Akzent gesprochen wird

- sich auf unterschiedliche Sprecher und vielfaltige Horsituationen einstellen

Zuséatzlich bieten sie eine Fulle an unterschiedlichsten Themen, die sich teilweise auf die Region Ba-
den-Wurttemberg beziehen. Viele dieser Themen bieten sich auch an zur Weiterbehandlung in einem
mundlichen Prufungsgesprach. Der rechtzeitige Hinweis darauf, dass in der EuroKom mdglichweise Texte
von AFN-Sendungen vorkommen kdnnten, wird die Schuler der Abschlussklasse dazu bringen, auch
in der Freizeit gelegentlich AFN zu héren. Dabei werden sjch die Schiler auch an die bei AFN-Sendun-
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Als mégliche Horverstehensabléufe fur die Texte 11 - 90 schlagen wir folgendes Verfahren vor:
1. Pre-listening

Hinflhrung an das Thema, mdglicherweise unter Vorgabe von in der Klasse nicht bekanntem Vo-
kabular. "Listening for gist" bedeutet, dass die Schiler sich auf die Kernpunkte der Aussage kon-
zentrieren sollen.

2. Testphase

a) Der Lehrer spielt den Text von der CD ab. Wenn der/die SchiilerIn beim ersten Anhdren den Inhalt
mehr oder weniger vollstandig erfasst hat und den Inhalt wiedergeben kann, ist die HV-Prifung
bereits beendet.

b)  Hat der Schiler dagegen noch Probleme, nach dem ersten Anhéren die Kernaussagen wieder-
zugeben, erhalt er eine Kopie des Fragenkatalogs dieser Sammlung. Zuéchst liest der Schiler die
Fragen durch und hért dann den HV- Text noch einmal an. Dann werden die Fragen der Reihe nach
beantwortet.Bei der Beurteilung der HOrverstehensleistung sollte unbedingt berlcksichtigt wer-
den, ob der Schiler einen einfachen (Level 1) oder einen schwierigeren Text (Level 2) anzuhéren
hatte. Auch innerhalb der Texte des Level 2 gibt es erhebliche Unterschiede beim Schwierigkeits-
grad. Die extrem anspruchsvollen Texte wurden mit + oder bis zu +++ gekennzeichnet.

Fur die Texte des Level 2 gibt es kein Tapescript, da sich die wesentlichen Inhalte aus den Wortan-
gaben und Musterantworten weitgehend ergeben.

Bewertung der Hérverstehensleistung

Die maximal zu verteilenden 5 Punkte sollten sich grundsétzlich auch am Schwieigkeitsgrad eines Tex-
tes ausrichten, so dass Schiler, denen besonders schwierige Texte vorgesetzt werden, auch dann 5
Punkte erhalten kénnen, wenn sie nicht spontan jedes Detail beim ersten Durchgang erfasst haben.

Far die Gruppenprifung im Klassenverband sind je nach Aufgabenstellung bei Test 1 - 10 zwischen 19
und 22 Punkte vorgesehen. Um die Punkte auf den 5-Punkte-Raster umzurechnen, sind folgende
Verrechnungsfaktoren anzulegen: Maximal 19 Punkte => 19 bzw. erreichte Punktezahl dividiert durch
3,8; maximal 20 Punkte => dividiert durch 4,0; maximal 21 Punkte => dividiert durch 4,2; maximal 22
Punkte => dividiert durch 4,4. (Beispiel: Erreichbare Punktzahl 21, vom Schiiler erreichte Punkte 17 =>
17 : 4,2 = 4 Punkte.)

3 Der Inhalt wurde ansatzweise richtig erfasst. Detailfragen kénnen nur teilweise beantwor-
tet werden.

2 Lickenhaftes Verstandnis des Textes, wesentliche Punkte bleiben offen.

1 Rudimentares Verstandnis des Inhaltes.

0 Text nicht erfasst, keine adaquate Schilerreaktion.
